TERMS & CONDITIONS

This Agreement is herein agreed to be and between Crazy Horse Campground, LLC (hereinafter referred to as Crazy Horse) and the party(s) signatory hereto (hereinafter referred to as Seasonal Camper).  Said Seasonal Camper herein agrees to all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement as follows.  Seasonal Camper agrees to be bound by the rules and regulations of Crazy Horse on behalf of the parties signatory hereto, as well as for all children, guests and visitors of said Seasonal Camper.  All guests and visitors must register immediately upon arrival to Crazy Horse property and pay all fees.  Seasonal Camper acknowledges the he or she is not tenant but a license on a day-to-day basis, and that Seasonal Camper has no property or possessory interest in the site being rented to Seasonal Camper.

This Agreement shall be from April 1st to October 31st, 2009.

November 1st of each year shall be the annual effective date of all Extended Stay Camper Site Agreements.

The fee for the above period shall be $1,125.00.  THIS IS NON-REFUNDABLE.  Campsites may not be sublet.

TERMS OF PAYMENT

Payment in full is to be received by Crazy Horse April 1st of each year.  Late payments will be charged a $100 late charge for each month or partial month after April 1st.  Fall deposits for the same campsite for the following year must be received by Crazy Horse prior to October 31st each year, and will be deducted from the balance due on the annual bill.  Failure to make said deposit by October 31st of each year shall be construed as a cancellation of the Extended Stay Camper Agreement, and the Seasonal Camper(s) signatory hereto shall pay in full all bills pending, and remove any and all camping equipment and other personal property, leaving the campsite in a clean condition, prior to October 31.

A Seasonal Camping Family is interpreted to be 3 adults and their dependent children or up to 3 grandchildren under the age of 16 year in this Agreement.

Seasonal Camper agrees to keep Crazy Horse management up-to-date of all address and phone number changes and other necessary information including ages of dependent children.  It is further agreed that no dependent children will be given access to Crazy Horse In the absence of their parents or grandparents, unless said parents or grandparents have notified Crazy Horse prior to children’s arrival.  Crazy Horse has the right to eject any and all dependent children from campground property in the event permission has not been given or other cause.

Seasonal Camper acknowledges and accepts that Crazy Horse is private property.

Guests staying overnight in the camping unit of Seasonal Camper must register immediately upon arrival and pay the overnight visitor’s fee.
Seasonal Campers allowing another family to utilize their campsite in their absence must first notify Crazy Horse management.  The family using the camping unit must register and pay a $15.00 per night, per family of five (5), for the time they will be on Crazy Horse property and agree to abide by all Crazy Horse rules and regulations.  A second camping unit will only be allowed on Seasonal Camper’s site with expressed permission from Crazy Horse management on occasional basis.
Day visitors must register immediately upon arrival and utilize a visitor pass supplied by Crazy Horse and pay current visitor’s fee if applicable. 
Pet owners agree to clean up after their pets and keep said pets under control from excessive barking and bothering of other campers.  In the event complaints are registered with Crazy Horse management and after notification to the pet owners, Crazy Horse may ban the pet from the property.

Each seasonal campsite is supplied with an electric meter owned by Crazy Horse.  Each Seasonal Camper agrees to pay a monthly equipment reading fee of $3.00 per month, April through October.  Monthly bills will be posted to the Seasonal Camper’s account by the 1st of each month, reflecting the reading fee and the actual cost of the electric service as provided by Crazy Horse and the local power company.  All bills are due in full by the 15th of the month posted.  In the event a bill in not paid on time, a $25.00 late charge will be added to the bill.  In the event Seasonal Camper needs an electrical upgrade, it shall be preformed by Crazy Horse and any costs incurred shall be paid by the Seasonal Camper requesting the upgrade.  All equipment becomes property of Crazy Horse.  Crazy Horse reserves the right to terminate electrical service due to non-payment.

All camping units shall be kept in conformity with all national, state, local, electric, plumbing and health codes.

One shed is allowed on seasonal campsites not to exceed 8’ x 10’ and must be constructed in a professional manner of wood materials.  All sheds most be preapproved or bought thru Crazy Horse Campground,  They will be placed on the site only in such locations as allowed by Crazy Horse and must be kept in a state of good repair and painted in earth tones or neutral colors. The annual fee is $20. Sheds will be allowed in site approved by Crazy Horse. 
Decks may be constructed in sections no greater than 8’ x 10’ and when combined, shall not exceed the length of the camping unit and all building materials must be preapproved.  Any thing put in the ground must be preapproved.  
Casitas or Screen Houses shall be allowed only when the size, location and, materials used are approved by Crazy Horse prior to installation.  Casitas or Screen Houses shall not exceed 13 x 13.  Permanent awnings and/or deck enclosures will only be of the style and type allowed by Crazy Horse and with the expressed permission of Crazy Horse.

Fire rings will be placed not to interfere with neighbors.  All fires must be extinguished when unattended. Campers are responsible for cleaning out the fire rings.
Firewood storage on site will be limited to not more than one half (1/2) face cord of firewood.  A one half (1/2) face cord is 15” deep, 4’ high, and 4’ long. Also firewood may not be stored on grass. 
All storage must be maintained so as not to distract from the view of neighbors.  No storage will be allowed on the off-door side of the camping unit.

Additional storage of any vehicles including boats, trailers or other items must be first approved by Crazy Horse under separate contract.  Crazy Horse reserves the right to remove above items and assumes no liability for any damage incurred further.  If items must be removed, Seasonal Camper agrees to pay for removal and storage costs.
Permanent Improvements such as trees, shrubs, flowers or other must first be approved by Crazy Horse management and become property of Crazy Horse when the Extended Stay Agreement is terminated.

Site condition is the sole responsibility of Seasonal Camper.  Seasonal Camper shall maintain site in a clean and orderly fashion, inclusive of mowing and maintaining all campsite decks, shed and any other camping equipment.  In the event that Crazy Horse management determines it is necessary to mow a site, a fee shall be charged of $20.00 per mowing and will be billed.

It shall be and remains the exclusive right of Crazy Horse to determine site assignments.  Any cost incurred by the Crazy Horse in moving a camping unit will be billed to the Seasonal Camper requesting the same at a rate of $40.00 per staff hour plus any additional charge for Crazy Horse power equipment and in accordance to the terms and conditions agreed to at the time arrangements are made.

A Seasonal Camper desiring to sell their camping equipment or unit may do so by posting a small picture and description (3” x 5” card) on the Crazy Horse bulletin board.  No “For Sale” signs are allowed on the Crazy Horse property.  The sale of a camping unit does not include the Site Agreement, which may be enacted as an option under separate Agreement or order of business by Crazy Horse management.  In the event that Crazy Horse is involved in the sale of a camping unit directly or indirectly, it shall be entitled to a commission.

Camping units commonly referred to as park trailers (over 8’ wide in a tow able state) are restricted on Crazy Horse property.

Golf carts may be operated by a licensed driver ONLY.  Seasonal Camper shall carry liability and comprehensive insurance on the golf cart, and provide proof of insurance to Crazy Horse.  Seasonal Camper shall also allow Crazy Horse to make a photocopy of the driver’s license of the owner of the golf cart.  All golf carts shall be in working order with working lights, brakes, reflectors, and horn.  Passengers shall not exceed number of seats and persons must remain seated at all times.  
In the event that any governmental regulatory body places taxation on any type of camping unit, it shall immediately become the responsibility of the owner of the camping unit to pay such fees and provide Crazy Horse with proof of payment.

Seasonal Camper shall have the right to terminate this Agreement by written notice to Crazy Horse and to remove all personal property including camping unit within ten (10) days of receipts of said written notice to Crazy Horse.  However, said termination does not remove the financial obligation of the Seasonal Camper as specified in the Agreement.  In consideration of said written notice, Crazy Horse management shall attempt to re-rent the site upon removal of the camping unit and, if successful, will pro-rate the remainder of this Agreement.
In the event a Seasonal Camper removed his camping unit from Crazy Horse without proper written notice to Crazy Horse management, the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect for the term of the Agreement.  

Crazy Horse reserves the right to terminate or cancel or amend this Agreement.  In the event this Agreement is terminated by Crazy Horse, the parties signatory hereto agree that, after written notice of said cancellation, Seasonal Camper will remove any and all personal property from campsite within ten (10) days of the date said notice is mailed.  In the event said property is not removed because of termination, expiration or abandonment, or non-payment of fees, Crazy Horse shall have the right to remove and dispose of said personal property from the site.  Crazy Horse shall not be held liable for any damages incurred in moving or disposing of personal property nor for safekeeping of said property.

Seasonal Camper is solely responsible for carrying proper liability and comprehensive insurance on camping unit and personal property.  Crazy Horse cannot and will not be held responsible for loss of any kind and it mutually understood that Seasonal Camper releases Crazy Horse from any and all liability. 

In the event of medical emergency and/or accident, permission is herein granted for the term of this Extended Stay Agreement to allow for emergency medical treatment of the undersigned and children listed.  Permission to treat injuries and/or to call for emergency services and/or transportation to local hospital is granted by Seasonal Camper to Crazy Horse management.   In consideration of the foregoing, I (we) hold harmless from any litigation or cost involved Crazy Horse Campground, LLC, its owners, affiliates, members, employees or other agents as well as any Fire or Emergency Medical Technicians who render assistance.
Seasonal Camper agrees to be bound by all of the provisions stated in the Agreement, inclusive of full payment of all indebtedness for rent, goods or services provided by Crazy Horse.  All bills are due in full within twenty (20) days from date issued and further agrees that late payments will be assessed a 2% per month service charge.
Anyone washing vehicles or campers must get prior approval from Crazy Horse management, use approved soap, and pay the fee. 
The site shall be returned to its original condition when you leave.

Any and all changes must be approved by management, or you may be asked to remove or undo what has been done. 

Quiet time is form 10pm to 7 am.

Seasonal camper may not apply herbicides or pesticides on Crazy Horse property.

I (we) have read the above Extended Stay Camper Site Agreement and understand and agree to all terms and conditions set forth herein.
